Fellow DXers,

As I am writing this, Christmas is only three weeks away, and 2022 is coming quickly to an end.
Looking back, a lot has haﬂpened this year. The club has found a new meeting place at Amici Italian
Restaurant & Bar, in North Royalton. %veryone seems to like the location, food and beverages. The
room is much bigger than the last location, plus there is no time limit on the length of the meeting.
Just a reminder, the meeting now starts at 6:30 pm (not 7:30 pm), and anyone
S who would like to have dinner can start to show up at 5:00 pm.

The sad news of the year is that NODXA has lost their hospitality suite for
the Day-Xenia HamVention. The Radisson Hotel (formally known as the Crowne
Plaza) has closed their doors. Details and status of the hotel is up in the air
(Radisson states remodel; others state it is closed for good).

As far as DXing, in 2022 it continued to rise throughout the year with
2023 looking to be very promising. The mode FT8/FT4 also continues to become
very popular and mostly used (per ClubLog).

In 2022 NODXA has donated to six DXpeditions that will or have taken place
this year by the time you read this. The club has also donated to four DXpedi-
tions that will be active in 2023. The 2022-2023 donation list is as following:

2023 - TN8K Republic of Congo (81) 2022 - D60AE Comoros

*2022 - FT/W Crozet Island (5) 2022 - VU4W Andaman Islands

* Operation is expected to take place sometime on/after December 20th

Due to NODXA's funding of the above DXpeditions, some NODXA members were able to receive
early LoTW credits from at least 5 of the above operations. As you can see on the left, the 5 re-
maining DX operations have their "DXCC Most Wanted" rankings in parentheses. Two of the oper-
ations are in the top 5 most wanted. Crozet Island (FT/W) will be active on or after December
20th, 2022, until January 26th, 2023. Bouvet Island

(3YO0) will take place sometime late January. Their planned departure date is January 13th from
Port Stanley. The CYOS Sable Island Dxpedition will take place between March 20-29th, the TN8K
Republic of Congo DXpedition takes place between January 6-21st, and the W8S Swains Island
DXpedition will take place sometime in March. Looks like 2023 will be an exciting year for DX.

As always, I hope to see you in the coming weeks/months, possibly at a hamfest, or NODXA's
general membership meetings every first Monday of the month (unless it is a holiday -- it will be
the second Monday).

As a reminder, if you have a topic to discuss about DXing or contesting, bring it up at the
meeting. Also, if you would like to put on a program of some interest for the club in the coming
months, let us know so we can schedule you in for a meeting. We are always looking for a program.

The second operation is the Republic of Congo, TN8K, which is #82 on the most wanted list.
TN8K will be operated by a large Czech group that operated S9OK and other DXpeditions. The oper-
ation is to happen in January 7-20, 2023 near the timing of the Bouvet operation. TN8K will operate
a lot of SUNSDRs, six kilowatt-level amplifiers, and all kinds of antennas. N8DJX, moved and Brian,
K3USC, seconded for a donation of $150 to TN8K and that approved unanimously.

There is news that the Ramada Inn in Xenia is going to close on November 1 with the site being
taken over by the city as part of a redevelopment.

DX Bulletin founder and

editor/publisher Tedd
Mirgliotta, KBE8INW, announced his retirement in the October 31 (and final) edition
of the bulletin. Since 1991, the OPDX Bulletin has been providing D¥ers with
regular updates on DXpeditions, planned activations by operators in rare locations
and other news of interest to DXers. The bulletin was always offered at no cost to

the reader.

In his retirement message, Mirghotta noted that he had actually been providing DX
information to hams for over 40 vears, pioneering the use of computer
communication and packet radio to do so, “starting on a local RTTY BBS, Packet
Fadio BES and an online dial-up BBES called BARF80 (which received global phone
calls before adding the Internet to 1)

John Papay, KEYSE, who has hosted the OFDX Bulletin on his website for many
vears, recalled that its audience often went bevond the ham radio DX community. “1
checked my personal email from work one Monday morning™ he wrote, “and was a
little concerned when I noticed there was one from someone at fecgow My first
thought was that I had violated some mle. But when I read the email, the question
was, “Where iz vesterday's OPDX Bulletin? It is not on your website!” I don't
remember why that was the case but as we exchanged emails, the sender told me that
the first thing they did every Monday morning was to read the OPDX Bulletin while
having their first cup. Part of their job was to field complaints about problems on
the ham bands (vou know what can happen when rare DX shows up), and the
OPDX let them know what would be going on with various operations, when they
would start and end, frequencies used etc. They could use this information to
respond to the complaints in a meamingful way. When yvou put stuff on the web vou
just never know who might read it and how it might be used!™

While the weekly bulleting have now ended, Mirghotta noted that “The OFPDX
Mailing List will still be active to provide upcoming DXpedition announcements and
special press releases.” However, he added, “They will not be in bulletin format™

In the evening | went to
take some sunset pictures for QSL cards. | was lucky to do it then because this was the only evening

with clear sky. The rest of the time was rainy with clouds.

Spiderbeam

The Wednesday mormning
| started with setting up LBS
vertical. Weather was windy
and foggy as the monsoon
season was about to begin —
two months of rain and no
sun. We also received
weather wamings for storm
and heavy rains in South of
Andaman Island for the next
day.

The next day | started
with setting up beverages
behind the hotel fence next to
the jungle. Weird noises
came from there while |
worked and | didn't venture
deeper in the jungle because

of wild crocodile risks. In the end, beverages were 120 m long. Dunng the night wind picked up and
started to tear down coconuts from the trees. Their falling and hitting on roof made loud noises like
finng from a gun. From now on electricity interruptions also were frequent and at least 10 times a
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day for 10-20 minutes till local generator was switched on. This was the reason for unexpected
disappearances from frequencies.

Unfortunately, not many contacts on SSB and
majority of them on FT8 which is todays reality. On
Sunday | took down antennas and packed all my
gear. My biggest concern was the falling coconuts
and if they would hit your head than in best case
scenario it would be injury for life. In the evening |
had celebrational dinner and photo with chef and
personnel. Monday moming taxi took me to airport
from where | had flight back home. From humid
+30°C in Andaman Island back to Delhi +43°C.
Little shopping for small gifis on the way back
home from Delhi — Helsinki — Riga. Expedition is
concluded and now huge work for (ASL printing
and dispatching.
